They try new things, take on new challenges, eat new foods, and give their time
and commitment to all sorts of projec ts from art work on the Memory Tree, to camping and gardening for residents in
sheltered housing.

Other changes have not been so welcome: with the new government has come local authority cutting of the grants

programme. The cuts will have a serious effe ct on the projects we are able to deliver with the youth programme; Mission
Playclub and holiday projects most affected. We are fortunate to have the support of several funding organisations who have
shown commitment to A.P.P.L.E; we would particularly lik e to thank Tudor Trust, John Lyons, Children In Need, Wates and
Local Food. This support will enable the core programmes to carry on.

We would like to thank all of the staff, funders and partner organisations that have made these projects possible. And of
course the children and young people we work with, whose input, enthusiasm and energy make these projects so much fun to
work on.
